Marc S. Williams, MD, FAAP, FACMG

Dr. Marc Williams graduated from the University of Wisconsin-Madison with a BS in Chemistry and an MD. He did a pediatric residency at the University of Utah from 1981-1984. He received board certification in Clinical Genetics in 1996. In 1999, he gave up general pediatric practice and became the associate medical director of the Gundersen Lutheran Health Plan while maintaining his genetic practice. It was by combining these two areas of interest that he developed an interest in the role of genetics in health care delivery. In January of 2005, he became the director of the Intermountain Health Care Clinical Genetics Institute. The IHC Clinical Genetics Institute was created to manage clinically applicable genetic advances, develop new genetic intervention protocols, and learn how to apply genetic information to disease prevention and treatment. In addition to his administrative duties, Dr. Williams runs a clinic for evaluation of adults with mental retardation, birth defects, and genetic disorders. He is currently chair of the Committee on the Economics of Genetic Services of the American College of Medical genetics, as well as the subcommittee on Health Care Systems of the Section on Genetics of the American Academy of Pediatrics. He is the Editor-in-Chief of the Manual on Reimbursement for Medical Genetic Services. In his abundant free time, Dr. Williams is an accomplished singer (Bass Section Leader, Utah Symphony Chorus) and trombonist (Orchestra of Sandy). He also owns an art business specializing in late 19th and early 20th century painting and prints. 

Wayne H. Anderson, Ph.D.

Dr. Wayne Anderson is currently the Director of Respiratory Disease Genetics and the World Wide Therapeutic Area Head for Respiratory, Translationall Medicine and Genetics, Disease Genetics at GlaxoSmithKline in North Carolina. He is also an Adjunct Associate Research Professor for the Department of Medicine, Division of Respiratory Diseases at the University of North Carolina School of Medicine. He received his undergraduate degree in biology and a Masters of Science Education from Springfield College and a Ph.D. in Pharmacology from the University of South Florida College of Medicine. Dr. Anderson is also co-investigator for an NIH grant on the study of airway hyperreactivity in canine airway smooth muscle. He received the Glaxo Wellcome Discovery Genetics Award: Innovation in Pharmacogenetics in 2000 and is a member of the American Thoracic Society, American Society of Human Genetics, and Past President and Board of Director member of the Carolina Cystic Fibrosis Foundation.

He is the Associate Vice President for Research Integrity at the University of Utah. He was an undergraduate at Princeton University and received his MD at the University of Pittsburgh, an MPH at Johns Hopkins University, and was a fellow in Law, Ethics and Health at Johns Hopkins in affiliation with the Kennedy Institute of Ethics at Georgetown. He has over 20 years of experience in the clinical care of pediatric patients. His research is focused on the ethical, legal, and social implications of genetic technology with a particular emphasis on research ethics, genetic testing for cancer susceptibility, newborn screening, and prenatal diagnosis. Dr. Botkin is a former Chair of the Committee on Bioethics for the American Academy of Pediatrics. He is a fellow of the Hastings Center and serves on a number of federal, local, and national advisory boards including the FDA Pediatric Advisory Committee and the DHHS Secretary’s Advisory Committee on Human Research Protection’s Subcommittee on Pediatric Research.
