Minutes

· Message development: The committee decided to use the message “Family health history – pass it on!” for our activities. After much debate, we decided this message would emphasize action to people and would be able to be used well in clinical settings as well as for public awareness. The message helps move us away from just awareness/education to utilizing family health history information. Several companies have trademarked the “pass it on” part of the message, so we will need to explore whether or not it is legal to use it. Kara will talk to a lawyer to determine if this will be a problem or not. 

The Family Health History Toolkits will continue to use the message “Make family health history a tradition”. However, the three action steps will be changed to: 1) Talk about it 2) Write it down and 3) Pass it on (changed from “Share it”). The toolkits are available to use in our activities this year if the committee decides these materials will be appropriate. The committee also decided to use the Chronic Disease Genomics Program website (http://health.utah.gov/genomics) in the promotion of activities and to house related materials.
