- Everyone arriving at the home must be screened for fever, cough, trouble breathing, sore throat, sudden
change in taste or smell, and muscle aches and pains. Symptomatic individuals cannot enter the home.

- Everyone entering the home must wash their hands with soap and running water or alcohol-based hand
sanitizer before touching anything.

- The provider must only take the children in care to places where social distance and proper cleaning
practices can be controlled.

- If there is a confirmed case of COVID-19 at the home, the provider must discontinue care and consult
with the local health department for the next steps to be taken and when care can be resumed.

- At least daily, the provider must clean and sanitizes surfaces, items, and areas that are used and touched
often.
