Acids BSubstances that are of concern due to acidity.

Ammonia BAmmonia and closely-related substances that readily produce it.

Bases BSubstances that are of concern due to basicity.

Chlorine BChlorine and closely-related substances that readily produce it.

Formulations BFormulations, brand-name products, waste-stream products, and transportation codes for which the substance(s) of health concern are not known. (If it was known, it would be entered into some other, appropriate category.)

Hetero‑Organics BOrganic compounds with nitrogen, sulfur, or phosphorous that do not fall into other, more-precise categories.

Hydrocarbons BAlkyl and aromatic hydrocarbons, coal tars, creosote, etc. Note that petroleum products, per se, are not collected into HSEES due to the Petroleum Exclusion clause of CERCLA.

Inorganics BInorganic substances (substances without carbon, such as metals).

Other BSubstances that do not fit into any other category. Also includes radioactive substances and substances whose primary purpose is pharmaecutical or biological.

Oxy‑Organics BOrganic compounds with oxygen that do not fall into other, more-precise categories.

Paints and Dyes BPaint or dye compounds and formulations.

Pesticides/Agricultural BPesticides, herbicides, fungicides, etc., as well as agricultural compounds such as fertilizer.

Polychlorinated Biphenyls BPolychlorinated biphenyls.

Polymers BPolymers, plastics, resins and related compounds.

Volatile Organic Compounds BVolatile (rapidly vaporizing) organic (carbon containing) compounds.
