These tabulations are published annually to make commonly used 
vital records data available to health programs, health care 
providers, businesses, researchers, educational institutions and the 
Utah public. Data are presented for the state, the local health 
districts, and the counties. 

This 2001 report is the twenty-fourth in a series on legally induced 
abortions in Utah. Previous reports were for the years 1974-1975, 1975-
1977, 1978-1980, and each year since 1981.

The most recent series of Utah's Vital Statistics reports no longer include 
abortion data for the United States. The most recent abortion data for the 
United States is published by the Centers for Disease Control in the 
Morbidity and Mortality Weekly Report, "Abortion Surveillance -

This small number of reported abortions that occur in other states are not shown by county of 
residence in this report.

For both the summary and reference tables in this report, data are tabulated by health district as well as 
county of residence to meet the needs of district health departments.

Section 76-7-313, Utah Code Annotated 1953 as amended requires that the report of induced termination of 
pregnancy (Figure A) be filed with the State of Utah's Department of Health within ten days after the abortion.
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
