The Utah Public Health Preparedness Senior Advisory Committee's purpose is to 
integrate Utah’s public health preparedness efforts across jurisdictions and provide 
recommendations on preparedness tasks and the direction that is to be taken in the 
state.  This committee enables Hospital Preparedness Program and Public Health 
Emergency Preparedness program components as a whole to complement and better 
coordinate with other public health and preparedness programs as applicable.  The 
committee is used to obtain and ensure public comment and input on public health 
emergency preparedness and response plans and their implementation from other 
state, local, and tribal stakeholders. 

Membership is comprised of senior officials from governmental and nongovernmental 
organizations involved in homeland security, healthcare, public health, behavioral 
health, and other disciplines.
